The Board of Trustees of Fort Scott Community College, Fort Scott, Kansas met in special
session at the Ellis Fine Arts Building at 12:00 p.m.

1.0 Call to Order

The meeting was called to order at 12:00 p.m. with a roll call of the board members.

2.0 Flag Salute & Invocation

Completed.



3.0 Leadership Reports & Updates

Dr. Larry Guerrero, Vice-President of Academic Affairs, spoke in the area of Academics:
transfer out rates decreased from 34% to 29% reflecting retention of students; the catalog
and Academic calendar are being updated for the 2026-27 school year, work continues on
the conversion from Blackboard to Canvas; faculty have approved Concourse Master
syllabus template, 2+2 Agreement with Missouri Southern State University is complete for a
AAS Farm and Ranch degree to a BS in Agri-Business; KSBN will be visiting campus the
following week for their accreditation visit, and the extension of CDL to the Miami Campus.

Lindsay Hill, Dean of Advancement, spoke in the area of Advancement and Facilities:
discussed the Deed and RFP related to the FRAME grant are on Monday’s agenda for action
with completion of the first part of the project by end of May; improvements made possible
by the ARPA grant continue in the conversion of the maintenance building into a CTE
building; collaboration with HBCAT to provide employer learning workshops; and in the
area of the Foundation hosted Senior-versity Valentine’s lunch with 30+ attendees, along
with meeting with various groups to continue efforts to inform the community and support
related initiates of the college.

Dave Wiemers, Athletic Director, spoke in the area of Athletics: noting that their primary
goal was roster growth through recruiting, high-school visits, and outreach by coaching
staff; Softball, Baseball, Track, and Men’s Basketball have all increased their rosters;
Volleyball continues to maintain their roster; and with the addition of Soccer, a full roster is
anticipated.

Gina Shelton, CFO/Vice-President of Finance and Operations, spoke in the area of Finance
and Maintenance: noted the work of maintenance staff during recent winter weather
events; audit is ongoing; explained board reporting changes due to adjustments in the
assumptions being used to create those reports; and investment of idle funds.

Vanessa Poyner, Vice-President of Student Affairs, spoke in the area of Student Services:
2026-27 scholarship proposals are on Monday’s agenda for action, as recommended by the
scholarship committee which is made up of various college representation; tuition and fees
discussions; camera proposals to continue security initiatives; the upcoming court warming
activities for students; and reminded the board about graduation regalia. There was
discussion with the board in regard to the scholarship proposals and committees in relation
to HLC.

President Dr. Jack Welch noted that campus is active right now with softball and baseball
seasons; noted that Fort Scott Community College is the #1 GPA transfer community college
in Kansas; Student Leadership group reported strong praise for instructors, the cafeteria
and appreciated the student lounge additions of the pool and ping-pong tables; Executive
Team is conducting daily financial stewardship and organizational alignment; and reported
enrollment stabilization with expected growth next fall with new planned CTE initiatives
and athletic recruitment targets.

» Baseball

» We have purchased thru fundraising the AWRE video system that is used at many juco/small
college baseball facilities. This is an all-inclusive, 6 camera video system that can handle
anything needed for a baseball game. Streaming, analytics of games and practices and
compatibility with media will all be drastically improved.

» We replaced the canopies in the bleachers, supporting the backstop with baseball/athletics
fundraising and replacing the bulbs in the lights in the next few weeks.

> This program continues to do things correctly on and off of the field. Performance, Academics,
fund raising, Roster management are all top notch.

> First game was this past Thursday at Pratt CC. Expectations are high for a very good season.

> Volleyball

> There have been some very positive signs in this roster, getting it closer to Julia’s expectations

> We are looking at producing two courts within Arnold Arena to help with practice standards for
minimal expense.

> We are interested in adding a Sand Court on Campus to allow for VB to play Beach as part of
their off-season against other schools. We will look to have this donated.

> Coach Julia’s roster with returners/current LOI commits is 19. Pre-dominantly a Kansas roster.
We will be needing uniforms and Locker spaces.

» Men’s and Women’s Track/Field
» Coach Rollins/Coach Southard have added 5 Kansas athletes at Semester.
» Coaching staff is currently at 7 commitments from Kansas high schools this moving their roster
to 14 currently. Lots of recruiting going on here.
» Our two indoor athletes have competed at PSU and Washburn over past few weeks and we will
add 5 more athletes once outdoor season starts.

» Men’s Basketball

» Our coaches have taken advantage of the Banner program to put up 4-5 banners to add to
their fundraising accounts.

> Academically, the men’s team had over a 3.3 GPA in the Fall.

> Noah Porter has been Conference Player of the Week on 2 occasions.

> Men are currently 13-9 and 5-1 in the Jayhawk East. We have good possibility of hosting
playoff game.

» Coach Glovers Roster is currently at 22 players.

» Women’s Basketball

> We are proud of what this team has accomplished with plenty of things not going their way.

> Coach Stirgus added two transfers at semester to help increase roster.

» Women are currently 4-11 and 3-3 in the Jayhawk East. 3 of those losses were from forfeits
in the Fall.

» Coach Stirgus’ Roster is currently at 10 players. We are confident that this roster will reach
15-18 by the Fall 26.

» The community involvement of this team is outstanding

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8.0 Accreditation Committee Training (Information)

Training was provided by Dr. Larry Guerrero, Vice-President of Academic Affairs, and Maria
Bahr, FSCC Faculty. Both serve on the accreditation committee for the institution. There
was discussion of the accreditation timeline: open-pathway; last comprehensive visit 2015;
ten-year visit conducted October 2025; HLC required monitoring on Criteria 2 (Integrity)
and Criteria 4 (Sustainability, institutional effectiveness, planning); Interim monitoring
report due October 15, 2027; Fifth-year review 2030; next comprehensive visit 2035. A
board self-evaluation form was adapted and deployed via Microsoft Forms. There was
discussion of the survey and it was explained to the board that it should be completed. HLC
wants to see implementation and evidence. To accomplish this, evidence will be stored in
Teams/SharePoint. A pre-built spreadsheet for board goals with metrics, action items, and
status tracking was provided to assist. The plan would be to collect self-evaluation data
spring, fall, and next spring (3 datasets) with possible additional baseline in early fall 2027.
[t was requested that the board submit goal inputs by end of February for discussion at
March retreat.
